There are two options to consider when establishing a Panther Champions 
Scholarship Fund–annually funded or endowed. Both support UNI’s student-
athletes work in the classroom and in competition. You determine the criteria for the 
scholarship when the fund is established.

A named fund that provides 
scholarships to student-
athletes in perpetuity.

A named fund that provides 
scholarships to student-
athletes annually.

The minimum to start a named 
scholarship endowment fund 
is $30,000 which can be paid 
over a five-year period.

The minimum to start an 
annually funded scholarship 
is $3,000 per year with a five-
year commitment.

Scholarships will be awarded 
on an annual basis in 
perpetuity. 

Scholarships will be awarded 
on an annual basis as long as 
you support the fund.
